In the Pastor's absence, the Pastor will

determine who will preside over worship services and preach at those

services.  The Pastor will inform the Deacon Ministry of these decisions in

advance of the worship service.

● Provide leadership at Bible study, devotional, and prayer meetings and/or

designate other persons for this responsibility.

● Plan and lead all worship services in conjunction with Ministers, Deacons,

and Music Staff.

● Provide pastoral visits to members on the Prayer List.

● Officiate at special services such as weddings and funerals as requested.

● Oversee the administration and management of all areas of the Church’s

ministry in consultation with the Deacons and Trustees as well as the other

Ministries and staff.



● Assist in the development and attainment of short-range and long-range

goals in the areas of membership and finance.

● Provide pastoral care individually and by leading and directing the

Ministers, Ministries, staff, and members in providing visitation, counseling,

and prayer as necessary for the spiritual health, growth, and development

of the congregation.

● Represent the Church in local civic affairs oriented towards the betterment

of the community.

● Represent the Church in Denominational Organizations, Conventions, or

similar organizations as directed by the Official Board and maintain the

Church’s identity as a Missionary Baptist Church.

● Perform other duties as requested by the Official Board.
